Older residents may remember the

Minnea Hotel. It stood where the Home
Savings Bank on E. Main St., is now locat-
ed. B.F. “Benny” Minnear came to
Lexington in 1896 and bought a fine brick
house with a store front and enlarged it
into a 20-room hotel.

It was a great stop for travelers as the
hotel had a large pool parlor in the west
end, a barber shop and a popular bar
room in the basement.

The bar’s stone walls were painted with
a pastoral scene, possibly the work of
famed painter and artist Seymour Lindsey.
It was named “The Rathskaller,” which in
later years, locals referred to as “The Rat
Cellar” even though it was a very popular

place and always packed on Friday and
Saturday nights.

Benny and Bell Minnear ran a good
hotel with Bell doing most of the cooking.
It was a welcome addition to the village,
but after World War I, as the age of auto-
mobile travel began, travelers preferred
the larger facilities in Mansfield.

When Benny died in 1922, his son,
Paul, and daughter, Beulah, took over and
ran it for many years. Paul amassed a fine
collection of antiques and relics which at-
tracted attention.

Beulah was the last of the family and
died in 1959. The building and large lot
were sold for a mere $13,544 and hotel
was torn down to make way for the bank.

Another landmark was gone.

Mosquitoes lay their eggs in standing
water, which includes puddles, stagnant
ditches, and containers such as old tires,
buckets, cans, neglected swimming pools
and flower pots. Mosquitoes can carry dis-
eases, including West Nile Virus, which
can cause serious illness. It is important to
apply mosquito repellent when participating
in any outdoor activity when mosquitoes
are active.

Richland Public Health recommends

following these tips to help avoid mosquito
bites:

•Make sure that doors and windows
have tight-fitting screens.

•Repair or replace all torn screens in
your home.

•Remove all discarded tires from your
property.

•Dispose of tin cans, plastic containers,
ceramic pots, or similar water-holding
containers.

•Make sure roof gutters drain properly.
Clean clogged gutters in the spring and fall.

•Clean and chlorinate swimming pools,
outdoor saunas and hot tubs. If not in use
keep empty and covered.

•Drain water from pool covers.
•Change the water in bird baths at least

once a week.
•Turn over plastic wading pools, and

wheelbarrows, etc. when not in use.
•Clean ditches of obstructions so they

drain properly.
•Eliminate any standing water that col-

lects on your property.
•Check trees for cavities that hold water

and fill them with soil, gravel, or sand.
•Remind or help neighbors to eliminate

breeding sites on their properties.
•Use insect repellent and follow the

label directions.

With heat and humidity on the rise,
Richland Public Health urges residents to
use extra care to avoid heat-related illness. 

People suffer heat-related illnesses such
as heat stroke and heat exhaustion when
the body’s temperature-control system is
overloaded. Sweating is the body’s natural
way of cooling itself. In some situations,
especially in periods of high humidity,
sweating alone will not provide an
adequate release of body heat.

Conditions that can limit the body’s
ability to regulate temperature in hot
weather are old age, obesity, fever, dehy-
dration, heart disease, poor circulation,
sunburn and drug and alcohol use.
Among those at highest risk for heat
stroke or heat exhaustion are infants and
children up to four years old and those
who are 65 and older, overweight, ill or
take certain medications or who over-
exert during work or exercise.

Friends and neighbors are urged to peri-
odically check on the elderly and those
with illnesses, as they are among the high-
est-risk groups for heat-related problems. 

To help beat the heat, drink cool (not
cold) fluids, active people should drink
two to four glasses (16 to 32 ounces) of
cool, non-alcoholic fluids each hour.

Do not take salt tablets without a
doctor’s advice and avoid fluids that
contain alcohol or caffeine, because they
can add to dehydration and increase the
effects of heat illness.

Plan outdoor activities for the early
morning or the evening, when the sun is
less direct and wear loose-fitting, light-col-
ored clothing. A wide-brimmed hat protects
against sunburn and helps keep the body
cooler. Move to the shade or into an air-
conditioned building at the first signs of
heat illness.

Very young children may become pre-
occupied with outdoor play and not
realize they are overheated. Adults should
mandate frequent “breaks” and bring chil-
dren indoors for a cool drink.

Children or adolescents involved in
team sports should be closely monitored
for signs of heat stress. Consideration
should be given to modifying practice or
play during the hottest parts of the day.

Heat-related symptoms can come on
quickly. Symptoms of heat exhaustion are:
heavy sweating, paleness, muscle cramps,
tiredness, weakness, dizziness, headache,
nausea or fainting. People experiencing
these symptoms should be moved to a
cool, shady or air-conditioned area, and
provided cool, non-alcoholic beverages.
Remove layers of clothing, if possible.

Heat stroke is a potentially life-threaten-
ing condition, characterized by: a body
temperature of 103 degrees or higher; red,
hot and dry skin with no sweating; rapid
pulse; headache; dizziness; nausea; confu-
sion; unconsciousness; and gray skin
color. People experiencing heat stroke
need immediate medical assistance.

Before help arrives, begin cooling the
victim by any means possible, such as
spray from a garden hose or by placing
the person in a cool tub of water.

Animals kept outdoors should have
plenty of fresh water and a covered area to
get out of the sun and cool down.

Consider jogging in the early morning
or evening to help keep pets and yourself
cool. The best defense against heat-related
problems is prevention. Staying cool and
making simple changes in fluid intake, ac-
tivities and clothing during hot weather
will help keep you safe and healthy.
